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Guidelines for Manuscript Submission to the Aoyama Journal of International Studies

Qualifications

Manuscripts may be submitted by

a. Full-time faculty members

b. Full-time faculty members and collaborating researchers

c. Researchers delegated or approved by the Aoyama Gakuin University Center for International
Studies Committee

d. Students at GSIPEC

e. Alumni of GSIPEC

Review Process

Manuscripts submitted by GSIPEC students and alumni (dand ein Section 1 above)
will be reviewed by the Board of Manuscript Reviewers, composed of members of the
Aoyama Gakuin University Center for International Studies. The director of the Aoyama
Gakuin University Center for International Studies will notify each submitter of the
evaluation and final decision within one month of receipt. Submissions for review can be

made at any time.

Manuscripts

a. Manuscripts include research articles and project reports (in the latter case from those
who were granted research funds from the Aoyama Gakuin University Center for
International Studies). All manuscripts must be the original work of the author(s) and not
published previously or being considered for publication elsewhere.

b. Research articles are generally written in either Japanese or English, and should be
within 24,000 characters (Japanese) or 12,000 words (English). In the case that the
manuscripts are written in languages other than Japanese or English, an abstract should
be attached in either Japanese (1,200 characters) or English (600 words). Figures and
tables count as 400 characters (Japanese) or 200 words (English).

c. Project reports may be written in either Japanese or English and should be within
10,000 characters (Japanese) or 5,000 words (English).

Submission

Manuscripts should be typed on A-4 size paper and be sent in both paper and digital
form to the International Center by the first Tuesday of July (July 6, 2021) for GSIPEC
students and alumni (dand ein Section 1 above) and by the first Tuesday of September

(September 7, 2021) for all others (a, b, and cin Section 1 above). Once manuscripts

have been submitted, they may not be withdrawn from the publication process or

replaced by another manuscript during the proofreading process. Manuscripts should

be submitted to:
